A. Cutting Away the Old Life (vv. 2-8) 
 
Gen 17:9-14 NKJV  (9) And God said to Abraham: "As for you, you shall keep My covenant, 

you and your descendants after you throughout their generations.   
(10)  This is My covenant which you shall keep, between Me and you and your descendants 

after you: Every male child among you shall be circumcised;   
(11)  and you shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the 

covenant between Me and you.   
(12)  He who is eight days old among you shall be circumcised, every male child in your 

generations, he who is born in your house or bought with money from any foreigner who 
is not your descendant.   

(13)  He who is born in your house and he who is bought with your money must be 
circumcised, and My covenant shall be in your flesh for an everlasting covenant.   

(14)  And the uncircumcised male child, who is not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin, that 
person shall be cut off from his people; he has broken My covenant." 

 
Deu 10:15-16 NKJV  (15) The LORD delighted only in your fathers, to love them; and He 

chose their descendants after them, you above all peoples, as it is this day.   
(16)  Therefore circumcise the foreskin of your heart, and be stiff-necked no longer. 
 
Rom 4:11 NKJV  And he received the sign of circumcision, a seal of the righteousness of the 

faith which he had while still uncircumcised, that he might be the father of all those who 
believe, though they are uncircumcised, that righteousness might be imputed to them 
also, 

 
Rom 2:28-29 NKJV  (28) For he is not a Jew who is one outwardly, nor is circumcision that 

which is outward in the flesh;   
(29)  but he is a Jew who is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the Spirit, not 

in the letter; whose praise is not from men but from God. 
 
Eze 9:4 NKJV  and the LORD said to him, "Go through the midst of the city, through the midst 

of Jerusalem, and put a mark on the foreheads of the men who sigh and cry over all the 
abominations that are done within it." 

 
Joh 6:27 NKJV  Do not labor for the food which perishes, but for the food which endures to 

everlasting life, which the Son of Man will give you, because God the Father has set His 
seal on Him." 
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2Co 1:21-22 NKJV  (21) Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed us is 
God,   

(22)  who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee.
