What comfort can we take 
in the fact that our Good Shepherd is going out before us? 
 

5) What was Jesus saying when he said “I am the door”?   How 
did He reinforce this in John 14:6?  The world today stresses 
the importance of tolerance…how do we as Christians 
combat this with the truth that Jesus is the only way to the 
Father? 
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
